With B, embroider eyes, nose, and mouth as illustrated. Weave in ends.
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The Pillow Cover is worked flat, folded and seamed for pillow form. The Cat 
Bed is worked in the round as well as back and forth in rows. When finished, 
sections of St st will form 4 rings, and 3 sections of Rev st st will form gussets. 
The St st rings are seamed from the inside of bed, and filled with polyester 
fiber.

Inc row (RS): [K4, M1] 15 times, k3, M1, k1—80 sts.

Next row (WS): Sl 1, p79.

Slip first st of every row and work 18 rows St st.

Dec row (RS): [K3, k2tog] 16 times—64 sts.

Slip first st of every row and work 3 rows St st.

Work Rows 1–8 of Gusset. Set aside, cut yarn.
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Section C

Next row (RS): With second shorter circular needle and new strand of A, return 
to remaining unworked sts and BO 8 sts for eye window, p until there are 50 sts 
on RH needle for Section C. Turn to work Section C in rows.

Work Rows 2–8 of Gusset over 50 sts, do not cut yarn.

Section A

Rejoin A to Section A, ready for a WS row. Work rows 2–8 of Gusset over 50 sts. 
Cut A.

Join Sections A and C

Next row (RS): With A, sl 1, k49 across Section C, CO 8 sts, k50 across Section 
A—108 sts.

Next row: Sl 1, p107.

Slip first st of every row and continue in St st for 3 more rows.

Inc row (RS): Sl 1, [k4, M1] 26 times, k3–134 sts.

Slip first st of every row and continue in St st for 19 more rows.

Dec row (RS): Sl 1, [k3, k2tog] 26 times, k3—108 sts.

Slip first st of every row and work 3 rows St st.

Work Rows 1–8 of Gusset.

Ring 4—Join all sections

Next rnd: Work all sts onto longest circular needle, pm for new beginning of 
rnd, k108, CO 8, k64, CO 8—188 sts. Join to work in the rnd.

Knit 3 rnds.

Inc rnd: [K4, M1] 47 times—235 sts.

Knit 19 rnds. 

Dec rnd: [K3, k2tog] 47 times—188 sts.

Knit 3 rnds. BO. 

FINISHING
Sew and Fill Rings: Working on Rings 2 and 3, with tapestry needle pull a 
10in/25.5cm length of A through each line of slipped sts at end of each St st 
section.

From the inside of bed, fold Ring 4 with bound off edge meeting Row 8 of 
adjacent gusset to form a tube. Sew edges tog, stuffing as you go. Do not over 
stuff, the fiber will show through the knitting. 

Fold Ring 1 with CO edge meeting Row 1 of adjacent gusset and BO edge of 
window. Sew edges tog and stuff.  

Fold Ring 2 with Row 8 of previous gusset meeting Row 1 of next gusset, 
match BO and CO edges of window openings. Sew and fill.  Pull the lengths of 
yarn to close the row ends, fasten off and weave in. Work Ring 3 in same manner.

Attach Ears: Using photo on page 48 as a guide, position ears on either side of 
the eye window, and sew the CO edge of ear to the inside of the top ring along 
the seam. Baste front of ear to the inside of the ring for extra support.

If desired, sew small bell to tail tip, place catnip bag in tail opening, and sew 
small blue bow in eye window.

Next row (inc): K1, M1, k to last st, M1, k1—2 sts inc’d.

For women’s sizes (M, L) and men’s sizes (S, M, L) only

Rep inc row every 6th row 0 (7, 18) (16, 9, 9) times, then

For all sizes

Rep inc row every 8th row 13 (8, 0) (0, 7, 9) (6, 7, 7) times — 69 (75, 81) (77, 81, 
87) (51, 55, 57) sts.

Cont until piece measures 17½ (17½, 18) (18, 18½, 19½) (12, 13½, 15)in/44.5 
(44.5, 45.5) (45.5, 47, 50) (30.5, 34.5, 38)cm from beg, ending with WS row. 

Shape cap

BO 6 (9, 12) (4, 8, 11) (6, 6, 7) sts at beg of next 2 rows.

Next row (dec): K2, ssk, k to last 4 sts, k2tog, k2—2 sts dec’d.

Rep dec row every other row 2 (2, 1) (14, 9, 7) (9, 11, 9) times, then every 4th row 
11 (11, 12) (5, 8, 10) (3, 3, 5) times—29 (29) (13) sts.

Shape top of cap

Beg of next RS row, BO 7 sts once, 6 sts once, 5 sts once, 4 sts twice, 3 sts once.

Work as for Right Sleeve.

Reverse shape top of cap by working BO rows at beg of WS rows.

FINISHING
Set in raglan sleeves. Sew sides and sleeve seams.

With RS facing, using circular needles, and beg at back of right shoulder, pick 
up and knit 34 (34, 36) (36, 36, 40) (34, 34, 36) sts evenly along back of neck, 
27 (27) (11) sts along top of left sleeve, 54 (54, 56) (56, 56, 58) (38, 40, 40) sts 
evenly along front of neck, 27 (27) (11) sts along top of right sleeve—142 (142, 
146) (146, 146, 152) (94, 96, 98) sts. 

Place marker, join in rnd. 

Work in k1, p1 rib until neck band measures 1in/2.5cm. BO. Weave in ends.
