Yarn is a lovely medium
to work with and the satisfaction
of making small objects like these
cannot be over-estimated — enjoy!

Before you get started, here is some useful information
about yarns, needles, hooks, symbols and abbreviations,
as well as some notes to help you brush up on your

knitting or crochet skills.
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BEFORE YOU BEGIM

MATERIALS AND EQUIPMENT

Few materials and minimal craft skills are needed for the designs featured in
this book. Obviously, changing the type of yarn and colour will produce a
different result and scale, so it can be very rewarding to experiment.

YARNS

Tarns are available in a range of weights from 3-ply to extra chunky.

Because yarns may vary from one manufacturer to another and

certainly change from one fibre to another, only generic yarn types are

indicated In this book — although smooth yams are recommended for

aochet — and no needle or hook sizes are given. You should be aware
™ of the properties of different yams, however, fram the fullness of cotton
to the elasticity of wool, because the construction of a yarm will affect
its behaviour and characteristics, ard so will influence the end result.
Experimentation is key. Try using different tensions and, i in doubt, use a
smaller needle/hook size thary usual.

If you really want to create a florist’s shop (or a greengrocer's counter?)
% separate your yams into. colour groups and keep these in transparent
plastic containers so that you have a palette of colours to work with.
Don't limit yourself to knitting yam and lock for interesting colours
among embroidery threads.

KNITTING NEEDLES
As already mentioned, no needie sizes are
specified in this book but you will want to vary
your choice of needle cepending on the yarn you
are using, Pairs of knitting needles are made in a
vanety of lengths, Most are aluminium, although
largersize needles are made of plastic to reduce
their weight. For most of the designs in this boolk,
a conventional pair of needles is used, but two
double-pointed neades are needed to make a
cord, and four double-pointed needles where
there is knitting in the round. Bamboo needles
are available in many sizes.

CROCHET HOOKS

Crochet hooks ara available in a wide
range of sizes and rmaterials, Most
hooks are made from aluminium ar
plastic. Small sizes of stzel hooks are
made for working with very fine yarns.
Hand-made wanden, bamboa and

horn hacks are alse available.

Hook sizes are quoted differently

in Europe and the United States,

and some brands of hook are

labetled with more than ane type of
numbering. Chaosing a hook is broely
a matter of personal preference The
design of the hook affects the ease of
workirg considerably. Look for a hook
which has a comfortable grip.

AFTERCARE

It is a good idea to keep a ball band from
each project you complete as a reference for
washing instructions. or alternatively make a

note of them, Standard laundering symbols
are given below, atthough you may prefer to
wash your knitted or crocheted item by hand.
If 5o, this should be gently done in hot water,
with a mild, detergent-free cleaning agent.
Most purpose-made woo! or fabric shampoos
are idezl, but check the one you choose does
not contain optical brighteners which will
cause yarn colours to fade. Always rinse the
piece thoroughly and allow to dry naturally.

NOTES ON KNITTING

This section is not a lesson in knitting; it is simply a reminder of a few basics, together
with a few suggestions and techniques that might be new to an inexperienced knitter.

SLIPKNOT

Putting a slipknat on the needle makes

the first stitch of the cast-on. Loop the
yarn around two fingers of the left hand,
the ball end on top. Dip the needle into the
loop, catch the ball end of the yarn, and pull
it through the loop.

Pull the ends of the

yarn to tighten the
knot. Tighten the ball
end to bring the knot
up to the neadle.

Ends The end of varn left after making the
slipknot should be a reasonable lergth o
that it can be used forr sewing up. It can also
be very uselul for covering up imperfections,
such as awkward colour changes. The same
applies to the end left after casting off. Ends
left when a new colour is joined in should be
darned in along a seam or row end on the
wrong side. In these projects, ends left at the
tip of petals or leaves wil be better darned in
before the main making up.

CASTING ON

There are several cast-on methods, each with their own merits,

This uses a single needle and produces a

|
‘ Thumb method
| knitted edge like a row of garter stitch.

Leaving an end about three times the

length cf the reguired cast-on, put a
slipknot on the needis. Holding the yarn
end in the left hand, take the left thumb
undzr the yarn and upwards. Insert the
needle in the loop made on the thumb.

Use the ball end of the yarn to make

a knit stitch, slipping the loop off the
thumb. Pull the yarn end 1o close the stitch
up to the needle. Continue making stitches
in this way.

Cable cast-on
This two-needle method gives a firm result
with the appearanrce of a rope edge.

Put a slipknot on one needle. Use the

other needle and the ball end of the yarn
to knit into the loop on the left-hand needle
without slipping it off. Transfer the new
stitch to the left-hand needle.

Insert the right-hand reedle between the

new stitch and the next stitch and then
rmake another stitch as before. Continue
making stitches in this way.

Knittad cast-on

Make a cable cast-on as abave, but instead
of knitting between stitches insert the right-
hand needle in the Tront of each stitch in the
usual way. This gives a softer edge than the
cable method.




SWISS DARNING

Aleo known as duplicate stitch; this

s used to make colour changes in
stocking stitch after the kniiting has been
completed. Thread the conirast colour
‘on to a weol neede, bring out at the
base of one V-shaped stitch, take behind
the two threads of the stitch above,
Bring out in front, and then take down
into the base of the stitch. It shouid
cover the stitch exactly. For embroidery
and sewing Up, use a weol neede. This
has a large eye and a rounded point 50
that it doesn't split the yarn.

CHAIN

Rt a slipknot on the needle. * Knit one
stitch. Transfer the stitch just made from the
\nght-hand to the left-hand needle. Repeat
from * for the length required. A similar fine
ehain can be made using a wool needla and
starting in the last stitch of a cast-off. Bring
the yarn end through the stitch from back to
front. Loop the yarn. Insert the needie in the
stitch loop from front to back and then in
the new loop from back to front. Continue
in'this way, making loops from left to right
and right to left alternately.

MARKERS

I markers are needed 1o count rows or
FEpEais, use a length of contrast thread.

A very useful round cord can be made
using two double-pointed needles.

Cast on three (or required
rumber of) stitches and knit
ane row in the usual way.

Take the yarn
firmly across the wrong side
from left to right and knit
one row. Repeat from * for
the reqguired length.

Tliz ricatest way to seam is to use mintlress
(o ladder) stitch. With right sides facing and
starting at the cast-on, take the wool needle
under the strand between the first and
second stitches of one edge. Repeat at the
other edge. Continue working into alternate
edges, tightening the stitches as you go, to
dose up an invisible join.

NOTES QN CROCHET

Understanding how to make simple stitches is the key to constructing interesting shapes in

crochet. Here are a few reminders of some basics and some suggestions for building on them.

SLIPKNOT

Putting a slipknot on the hook

makes the first loop of the chain
that will hold the stitches of the frst
rewe or round. Loap the yarn around
two fingers of the left hand, the ball
end to the front. Insert the hook in
the loop, catch the tall end of the
varn, and pull it through the loop.

Pull the ends of yarm
to tighten the knot.
Now tighten the bal end
to bring the knot up to

the hook.

HOQKING ACTION

Hald the slipknot (and later the chain) between the thumb and
forefinger of the left hand Take the yam aver the second finger of
the left hand so it is held taut. Take it around the little finger as wel if
necessary. The right hand is then free to manipulate the hook With a
turn of the wrist, guide the tip of the hook under the yam. Catch the
vam and pull it through the loop on the hook to make a cain.

Hooking and catching is
referred to as yam round
hook (abbreviation: yriy). It

is the action used in making
a chain, a slip stitch and, in
various combinations, all
other crochet stitches.

Note Unless the instructions
state otherwise, the hook
should be inserted under the
twiostrands of yarm which
form the front of the chain,
or the top of the stitch.

ROUNDS

Rounds are started in a chain ring, or in a slip ring for a tighter centre,
and are worked in an anticlockwise direction without turning over.

Chain ring Join a number of chain stitches into a ring with a slip
stitch in the first chain, Work the first round of stitches around the
chain and inta the centre. If the yarn end is also worked around, the
ring is lightly padded and this end can be pulled to tighten it.

Slip ring

To make a slip ring, first coil

the yarn around two fingers
and then use the hook to pull
through a loop of the ball end of
the yarn, as if making a shpknot
(see step 1, left). However, do
not then pull the yarn tight.
Halding the ring flat between
the thumb and forefinger of the
left hand, catch the yarn and pull
it through the loop on the hoolk
to anchor it.

Warking under two

strands of yarn each
time, make the stitches
as directed and then
pull the free yarn end to
close the ring. |oin the
ring with a slip stitch in
the first stitch.




Using chain as the base, with a
stated rumber of chain nearest
the hook forming the first stitch, work
a stitch in each subsequent chain from

right to left The illustration shows a
first row - of treble aochet, with three
chan as the first stitch.

Turn the work. Chain again

forms the first stitch of the
next row, but be careful 1o
make the second stitch in the
right place. It should go into
the next stitch of the previeus
row and not into the stitch
immediately below. Working
imto the stitch below is the
equivalent of making two
stitches in the same stitch and
results in an increase.

The last slitch of a row

i made in the top of the
chain forming the first stitch
of the previous row.

Note Crochet stitches are not symmetrical as the chain that forms
e too of the stitch lies to one sice of the main part of the stitch

(see the illustrations of rows of treble above). As a beginner, you may
find this dl'smncertir'lg when first working n rows. Rounds are easer to
Lnderstand because the stitches all lie in the same direction, usually on

the richt side of the crochet.

HMOTES ON CROQCHET 19

INVISIBLE FASTENING OFF

For a smooth finish to & final round
simply break the yarn {leaving an end
long encugh to sew with) and pull it through
the loop of the last stitch. Thread itonto a
wool needle and take the needle under the
