Before You Begin
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In this section, you’ll find an overview of the tools, materials, and techniques necessary to start tatting. Once you learn the basics of the tatting shuttle, types of thread, and primary stitch techniques, you’ll be ready to begin tatting!




Tools

The only tools needed for tatting are a shuttle and a pair of scissors. This book uses shuttles with pointed tips. The pointed tip is often used to guide the thread when making joins. If your shuttle does not have a pointed tip, or you find it difficult to tat with a pointed tip shuttle, you can always use a lace hook to make joins.

The Shuttle

This illustration shows a side view of a shuttle. Pay attention to the orientation when winding and holding your shuttle.
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Materials

There is a wide variety of tatting thread available today. I’ve used many different threads in this book to show the different weights, colors, and styles on the market. Have fun selecting the thread that suits your vision for each project. Here are a few of my favorite types of tatting thread:

Heavy-Weight Threads
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Olympus Emmy Grande

This thick thread is ideal for absolute beginners because the stitches are easy to see. Because this thread is extremely durable, I also recommend it for practical items that take a lot of wear and tear, such as coasters and bags.
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DMC Cotton Pearl #8

Originally developed as embroidery floss, this thread also works well for tatting. Widely available at craft stores, this thread is known for its beautiful gloss and rich color. It is important to note that some tatters find DMC Cotton Pearl #8 too smooth for their liking.
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Lizbeth #20

This six-ply cotton thread is available in over 100 solid and variegated colors, making it one of the most popular tatting threads used today.


Medium-Weight Threads

There are several excellent medium-weight thread options available today. The following is a list of my favorite medium-weight threads that I’ve used throughout this book:

Olympus Gold Label #40

This cotton thread has a smooth, glossy finish for easy handling and is available in vivid colors that retain their brilliancy even after repeated washing. This thread is similar in weight to DMC #30.

DMC #30

This weight of thread is available in two variations: Cordonnet Special, which comes in only white and ecru and Cebelia, which is a soft thread available in a wider variety of colors.

Lizbeth #40

This thread is similar to Lizbeth #20, but is thinner and produces tatting with a tighter feel.



Light-Weight Threads
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Silk Thread

For delicate designs, you can use silk thread. This glossy and smooth thread produces finished work with an elegant look and feel.


DMC #60

Mostly used by advanced tatters, this thin thread is ideal for edge motifs and doilies.
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DMC #80

As the thinnest thread used in this book, DMC #80 produces tatting with a very delicate finished look.

Thread Gauge

The finished size of a motif is influenced by the weight of thread used. This visual guide shows full-scale images of the same motif made with different threads. If you use a thick thread, your motif will be large and if you use a thin thread, your motif will be small. As a rule, the larger the thread number, the thinner the thread. For example #80 thread is thinner than #20 thread.

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Techniques

How to Wind the Shuttle
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Insert the thread through the hole so that the thread end is in front of you.
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Make a knot near the thread end, pass the ball of thread through the knot, then tighten, as shown in the Knotting the Thread diagram below. Trim excess thread.
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Hold the shuttle in your left hand so that the shuttle top faces up and wind the thread around the post. Break the thread once the shuttle is full.


Knotting the Thread
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This illustration shows how to knot the thread around the shuttle in three easy steps.




Measuring Your Thread
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Some projects specify the length of thread to wind around the shuttle to minimize waste or prevent the need to join a new thread mid-project. It may take a little extra time to measure out your thread before winding your shuttle, but it will save you time and frustration in the long run.



Stitches

In tatting, each stitch is composed of one first-half stitch and one second-half stitch. This pair is called a double stitch, even though it is actually counted as one stitch. A double stitch is made by slipping the shuttle, which is held in your right hand, over and under the thread wound around your left hand, which is called the working thread. For step-by-step instructions for making first-half and second-half stitches, refer to Tatting Basics. If you are learning how to tat, practice making double stitches smoothly before starting a project. Tatted lace is usually made up of continuous double stitches and picots.
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Rings and Chains

In tatting, double stitches and picots are used to form two main patterns: rings and chains. Rings are often used for the inner portion of a motif, while chains are often used for the outer portion, such as edge motifs and borders. Designers group rings and chains in a variety of combinations to create an endless number of tatting motifs.

Rings

Rings are made with one thread that is wound around a shuttle. Wrap the shuttle thread around your left hand to make a ring, tat the necessary number of double stitches and picots, then pull the thread to tighten the ring. Refer to How to Tat a Double Stitch in a Chain for step-by-step instructions.
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Chains

Chains are made with two threads: a shuttle thread and a working thread. Hold the working thread in your left hand and the shuttle thread in your right hand, then make double stitches and picots to form a line. Refer to Tatting Basics for step-by-step instructions on tatting a chain. If you are learning how to tat, practice making chains with two different colors of thread so you can see how each thread works to form the chain.
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Picots

Picots are loops made between double stitches. The size of the loop will depend on your project and the thickness of your thread, but when you’re first starting out, make your loops on the larger side because you may need to pick up a thread through them later. Picots serve as a decorative feature and are also used to join rings and chains together. Refer to Tatting Basics for step-by-step instructions on making picots.

Picot Size

When used as a decorative element, picots can vary greatly in size. Most of the designs in this book include small picots that are about 1⁄4" (6 mm) tall. However, a couple of the projects incorporate larger picots to create loopy designs. The Sea Spray Table Runner combines both small and large picots to create a complete design.
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Right Side vs. Wrong Side

Tatted stitches look beautiful on both sides, so the distinction between the right side and wrong side is not as important in tatting as it is in other crafts. When you are alternating between rings and chains within a project, you don’t break the thread. Instead, you turn over the portion you just made and start tatting the next portion. Therefore, you are working on both the right and wrong sides. If you are a knitter, you’ll recognize that this process is comparable to knitting a row, then purling a row. In tatting, it is easier to identify the right side versus the wrong side of a piece by looking at picots rather than double stitches, as shown in the photos below.

Tatting Basics

How to Tat a Double Stitch in a Chain

This guide shows how to tat a first-half and a second-half stitch to make a double stitch in a chain. Please note that the photos below use two different colors of thread for visual clarity (refer to individual project instructions for specific thread colors). To tat a double stitch in a chain, you will need one thread wound into a ball, which is called the working thread, and one thread wound around a shuttle, which is called the shuttle thread.

1. Tat a First Half-Stitch


How to Hold the Thread and Shuttle (Steps 1–3)
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Hold the working thread between the thumb and index finger of your left hand. Wind the thread over your middle and ring fingers, then around your little finger. Bend your little finger slightly.
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Hold the shuttle between the thumb and forefinger of your right hand, so the shuttle thread extends away from you and the point faces upwards. Leave about 8" (20 cm) of slack in the shuttle thread and hold it between the thumb and index finger of your left hand.
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Scoop the shuttle thread around the little finger of your right hand, then turn your hand palm side down. This is how you hold the shuttle when making a first-half stitch (refer to How to Hold the Thread and Shuttle diagram above).
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Pass the shuttle to the left so that it travels under the working thread. Note: As the shuttle travels under the working thread, you must allow the working thread to slip between the shuttle top and the index finger of your right hand.
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The red arrows show the way the working thread slips between the shuttle and the index finger of your right hand. However, it is important to note that the working thread does not actually move—the shuttle does.
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Pass the shuttle to the right so that it travels over the working thread and under the archway of thread on your right hand.
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Note: As the shuttle travels over the working thread, you must allow the working thread to slip between the shuttle bottom and the thumb of your right hand.
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The shuttle thread has now wrapped around the working thread, forming a knot. Relax the middle and ring fingers of your left hand and pull the shuttle thread taut.

Pull the working thread, transferring the knot from the shuttle thread to the working thread (this process is known as “flipping”). Keep the shuttle thread taut, and pull the working thread to make the knot smaller.


Flipping the Knot

Although “flipping” the knot is done in one small, quick movement, it is actually the most important step in tatting a double stitch—if you omit this step, your stitches will be formed incorrectly. To ensure tatting success, practice “flipping” the knot until you can complete it in one smooth, fast movement. Refer to How to Transfer or “Flip” the Knot for more more information.
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Move the knot closer to your fingertips. The first-half stitch is now complete.

2. Tat a Second-Half Stitch


How to Hold the Thread and Shuttle
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Hold the first-half stitch between the thumb and index finger of your left hand. Without the thread hooked over any fingers of your right hand (refer to How to Hold the Thread and Shuttle diagram above), pass the shuttle to the left so that it travels over the working thread.
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Note: As the shuttle travels over the working thread, you must allow the working thread to slip between the shuttle bottom and the thumb of your right hand.
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Pass the shuttle to the right so that it travels under the working thread and over the shuttle thread.
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Note: As the shuttle travels under the working thread, you must allow the working thread to slip between the shuttle top and the index finger of your right hand.
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Transfer the knot from the shuttle thread to the working thread following the same process used for the first-half stitch (refer to steps 6–8 of Tat a First Half-Stitch).
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The first-half and second-half stitches are now complete, which forms one double stitch. To test if the stitch was made correctly, hold the double stitch between your fingers and pull the shuttle thread. If you can slide the thread back and forth, the stitch was made correctly (see How to Test if Your Stitches Are Made Correctly).


How to Transfer or “Flip” the Knot
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How to Test if Your Stitches Are Made Correctly

The most important step in tatting a double stitch is transferring or “flipping” the knot from the shuttle thread to the working thread. In the photo below, the first eight stitches were formed correctly. The working thread is knotted around the shuttle thread and the heads of the knots face upward. The last stitch was formed incorrectly. The shuttle thread is knotted around the working thread and the head of the knot faces downward. Since this stitch was formed incorrectly, the shuttle thread will not be able to slide back and forth. When tatting with two colors of thread, like in this photo, it’s easy to see if the stitches are made correctly because they should be the color of your working thread.
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How to Tat a Double Stitch in a Ring


How to Hold the Thread


[image: ]
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Hold the thread between the thumb and index finger of your left hand, about 2" (5 cm) from the thread end. Wrap the thread around your middle, ring, and little fingers. Hold the thread between your thumb and index finger to form a complete ring.
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Hold the shuttle with your right hand, as shown in the How to Hold the Thread and Shuttle diagram. Tat the specified number of double stitches and picots (refer to How to Tat a Double Stitch in a Chain and How to Tat a Picot).
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As you tat, the ring will grow smaller. Pull the thread toward you to make the ring bigger. This is also a way to test if your stitches are made correctly. If the thread does not slide through, the stitches were made incorrectly.
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Adjust the ring size as you work. Pull the left thread to make the ring bigger and the right thread to make the ring smaller.
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When tatting is complete, pull the right thread (shuttle thread) to tighten the ring.


A Note on Tension

Whether working a ring or a chain, novice tatters tend to pull the shuttle thread more than necessary. Although this may make tatted curves appear neat, it will actually make your double stitches flat and thin. As you grow more comfortable tatting, your stitches will naturally be more uniform in tension.
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How to Tat a Picot
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Leave about 1⁄4" (0.6 cm) of slack in the working thread. Tat a double stitch.
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Pull the double stitch to move it closer to the previous double stitch. The loop between the double stitches is a picot.

How to Tat a Picot Using a Picot Gauge
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Cut the cardboard to the specified width of the picots, as noted in the individual project instructions.
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Tat double stitches as instructed. To make the picot, insert the picot gauge between the working thread and the index finger of your left hand.
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While holding the double stitches and picot gauge, start making a double stitch. When making the first-half stitch, pull the working thread against the gauge to form the stitch under the gauge.
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Make the second-half stitch on the other side of the gauge to complete the double stitch.
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To make the next picot, make the first-half stitch by hooking the working thread wound around your left hand with the pointed shuttle tip and moving it toward the front of the gauge. If you do not need to make a picot, make the stitch behind the gauge.
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Make the second-half stitch on the other side of the gauge to complete the double stitch.
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Remove the gauge once the specified number of picots are complete.


Picot Gauges

Instead of making your own, you can also buy ready-made picot gauges. Picot gauges commonly include guides to produce picots ranging from 1⁄8"-3" (0.3–7.5 cm).



How to Join with Picots

Join to Picot: Method A

This is the basic method used to join motifs together with a picot. This is the most commonly used joining method in this book.
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Tat the double stitch before the join and use your index finger to hold the work with the right side facing up.
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Position the picot over the working thread.
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Reach through the picot and pick up the working thread using the pointed shuttle tip.
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Pull the working thread through the picot.
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Pass the shuttle through the loop.
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Using your left hand, pull the working thread slightly to complete the join. Make sure not to pull too hard because this will prevent the shuttle thread from being able to slide. The join counts as a first-half stitch of a double stitch.
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After the join, complete a second-half stitch. Continue making double stitches as specified by the pattern.

Join to Picot: Method B

This method is used to join with a picot when tatting a motif with a chain.
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Tat the double stitch before the join. Bring the working thread under the shuttle thread. Use your index finger to hold the picot.
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Pick up the working thread using the pointed shuttle tip. Pull the working thread through the picot and pass the shuttle through the loop. Pull the working thread slightly to complete the join (this is the same process used in steps 2–6 of Join to Picot: Method A).
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If you can slide the shuttle thread back and forth, the join was made correctly.

Join to Picot: Method C

Like Join to Picot: Method B, this method is also used to join with a picot when tatting a motif with a chain. However, when this method is used, the join is fixed firmly in place and the shuttle thread cannot slide back and forth.
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Tat the double stitch before the join. Move the working thread out of the way. Use your index finger to hold the picot.
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Position the picot over the shuttle thread. Pick up the shuttle thread using the pointed shuttle tip. Pull the shuttle thread through the picot and pass the shuttle through the loop. Pull the shuttle thread slightly to complete the join.
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Because the shuttle thread was used to make the join, it is fixed in place and cannot slide back and forth.


The Difference Between Join to Picot: Methods B and C

Both Join to Picot: Methods B and C can be used to join with a picot when tatting a motif with a chain. The major difference is that the working thread is used to make the join in Method B, while the shuttle thread is used to make the join in Method C.

This difference has two effects, which may influence which method you should use based on the individual project. First, the shuttle thread is invisible at the join in Method B, but is visible at the join in Method C, as shown in the photos below. Therefore, it is best to avoid Method C if using different colors for your working and shuttle threads. Second, the shuttle thread can slide back and forth in Method B, but is fixed in place in Method C. With Method B, you will be able to pull the shuttle thread to adjust the curves after the chain is complete. With Method C, you can only adjust the curves while making joins since the shuttle thread is fixed in place.



Join to Picot: Method D

This method is used to join the first and final rings together with a picot when tatting a motif with multiple rings.
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On the final ring, tat the double stitch before the join.
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Use the index finger of your left hand to hold the stitches for the final ring ([image: ]). Fold the motif in half, as shown by the arrow.
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With the motif still folded in half, open slightly so the right side of the first ring faces you.
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Slide the final ring ([image: ]) down on your index finger so it is even with the first ring.
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Join the final ring with the first ring ([image: ]), as shown in steps 2–6 of Join to Picot: Method A.
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Tat the specified number of double stitches to complete the final ring.
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Pull the shuttle thread to complete the final ring.
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Completed view of the motif.
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Tie a knot and hide the thread ends (see Tatting Tips and Tricks).




Tatting Tips and Tricks

How to Join a New Thread Mid-Project

When tatting small motifs, it’s easy to complete the entire design without needing to stop and rewind your shuttle. However, when working on larger projects, it’s not always possible to wind your shuttle with enough thread to complete the entire design. When this is the case, you will need to stop tatting, rewind your shuttle to its full capacity, then join a new thread in the middle of your project.

Avoid joining the new thread in the midst of tatting a ring or chain. Instead, join the new thread right before you are about to begin tatting a ring or chain. This will allow you to tie and hide your knot on the wrong side of the tatted work, right where the pattern changes. The photo below shows a new thread being joined between rings. Use a lace or beading needle to pass the thread end from one ring through the bottom of the other ring, then tie a knot and hide the thread end on the wrong side, as shown below.
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How to Hide Thread Ends

This method is used for hiding thread ends when joining a new thread mid-project or finishing a tatted piece.
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Double knot the thread ends on the wrong side of the tatted work.
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Cut the thread ends about 1⁄8" (3 mm) from the knots. Using a toothpick, apply a dab of glue to the thread ends so they adhere to the tatted work.
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The thread ends are now hidden on the wrong side of the tatted work.

How to Re-Open a Ring to Fix a Mistake
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Go back to the final picot ([image: ]) and slide the double stitches next to the picot apart in both directions, as indicated by the arrow in the photo above.
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The shuttle thread has now been slightly loosened from sliding the double stitches apart.
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Slide the double stitches up, as indicated by the arrow in the photo above, to return the picot to its original position.
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Repeat steps 1–3 to loosen the shuttle thread further.
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Use your fingers to make the ring large enough to allow you to undo the necessary number of stitches.

Finishing Techniques

Thread Ends: The way you knot and hide your thread ends has a big impact on the finished look of your tatted work. Make your knots neatly and be careful not to get any glue on the right side of your tatted work. Let the glue dry completely, then double check that your thread ends are well hidden before continuing with the finishing process.

Small Projects: When finishing small projects, such as motifs, place the tatted work on a piece of cloth, lightly mist with water, then use your fingertips to form the tatted work into shape. Let the tatted work dry completely.
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Circular Projects: To finish projects such as doilies, create a template on a sheet of paper by drawing a circle that is the desired finished size of your project. Place a sheet of tracing paper over the template to prevent color transfer from the circle to your tatted work. Place the tatted work on the tracing paper, lightly mist with water, and form into shape. Pin the tatted work to the outline of the circle to hold in place while drying. When pinning picots, insert the pins at the base of the picots, being careful not to pull the picots out of shape. Let the tatted work dry completely.

Correcting Imperfections: If there are any imperfections in your tatted work, you can use an iron to smooth them out. Lightly mist the tatted work with water, flip it over so the wrong side is facing up, cover with a cloth, and use a cool iron. For best results, hold the iron slightly above the tatted work so you don’t flatten your stitches.

Using Silk Thread: If you use silk thread, you may not even need to use any of these finishing techniques because silk thread has a naturally moist texture and glossy look. However, if you are worried about the surface appearance of your silk projects, simply cover the tatted work with a cloth and lightly iron on the wrong side.

Jewelry: If you are turning your tatted work into jewelry, you may consider a few additional finishing techniques. Form motifs into shape using the finishing techniques for small projects listed above, then apply ironing spray or artificial flower stiffening spray to both sides of the tatted work. Follow the instructions on the spray bottle and be careful not to inhale the fumes.
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How to Read Tatting Instructions

Tatting Diagrams

In this book, each project includes a diagram that shows the pattern to follow in order to tat the design. Even if you have experience tatting, this instruction format may be new to you, but as you will soon see, all the information you need is included in one easy-to-read diagram. The following guide shows how to read a tatting diagram and explains the meaning of each symbol. This guide uses the Small Flower Motif as an example; however, the same principles apply to all of the projects in this book. If you see a tatting diagram containing a unique symbol not shown here, the explanation will be provided within the individual project’s instructions.
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How to Work from a Tatting Diagram
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Begin at the start of tatting ([image: ]) and tat the first ring using the shuttle thread (color A).
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Reverse work, wrap the working thread (color B) around your left hand, and tat the chain using the shuttle thread.
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Reverse work and tat the second ring using only the shuttle thread and joining to the previous ring as you work. Repeat steps 2 and 3 as necessary to complete the motif.
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At the end of tatting ([image: ]), pass the shuttle thread from the right side to the wrong side between the ring and chain ([image: ]). If necessary, use a lace or beading needle. Tie a knot and hide the thread ends (see Tatting Tips and Tricks).

Thread Guides

Each project also includes a Thread Guide, which lists important information regarding the thread used in the project. The Thread Guide will always include the amount of thread needed, whether the thread should be wound around a shuttle or used from the ball, and an explanation of the part of the design in which the thread will be used. Sometimes, the Thread Guide even includes information about thread color. The following example shows how to read a Thread Guide. This guide uses the Small Flower Motif as an example; however, the same principles apply to all of the projects in this book.
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21⁄4 yards (2 m)
	Rings
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	Chains




This Thread Guide instructs you to wind a shuttle with 21⁄4 yards (2 m) of thread for tatting the rings and informs you that you will be using thread from the ball for tatting the chains.

Thread Guide Symbols

The following chart explains the meaning of each symbol used within the Thread Guides found in this book.
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21⁄4 yards (2 m)
	Wind the specified length of thread around the shuttle (21⁄4 yards [2 m] in this example). If the symbol indicates “Max,” wind the shuttle with as much thread as possible and continue to refill the shuttle to its full capacity when empty.
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	Use the thread from the ball.
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11⁄4 yards (1 m)
	Measure the specified length of thread (11⁄4 yards [1 m] in this example) and wind it around the shuttle. Do not break the thread—leave it attached to the ball.
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Max
	Wind the shuttle with as much thread as possible. Do not break the thread—leave it attached to the ball. Continue to refill the shuttle to its full capacity when empty.
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	Use two shuttles. Wind the specified length of thread around each shuttle (41⁄2 yards (4 m) and 21⁄4 yards (2 m) for a total of 63⁄4 yards [6 m] in this example). When tatting, use shuttle A for the shuttle thread and shuttle B for the working thread.







Step-by-Step Instructions

This guide uses the Small Flower Motif as an example; however, the basic techniques apply to all projects in this book. Refer to the Small Flower Motif Thread Guide and Tatting Diagram. Please note that the photos below use different colors of thread for visual clarity (refer to individual project instructions for specific thread colors).
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MATERIALS

	21⁄4 yards (2 m) of Olympus Emmy Grande Herbs in each color A and B


TOOLS

	1 shuttle

	Scissors

	Fabric glue

	Toothpick (not pictured)


FINISHED SIZE

11⁄2" (4 cm) diameter
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Tat a ring of double stitches and picots using the shuttle thread, as shown in the Tatting Diagram in How to Read Tatting Instructions (see How to Tat a Double Stitch in a Ring and How to Tat a Picot for instructions).
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The first ring is now complete.
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Hold the working thread in your left hand with the ring. Reverse work so the wrong side of the ring is facing you.
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Tat the first chain, as shown in the Tatting Diagram in How to Read Tatting Instructions (see Tatting Basics for chain instructions).
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The first chain is now complete.
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Reverse work, then begin the second ring using the shuttle thread.

Tat the specified number of double stitches before the join.
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Join the rings together using Join to Picot: Method A ([image: ]).
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Continue tatting to complete the second ring.
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Reverse work, then tat the next chain. Repeat steps 4–9 to tat the remaining rings and chains.
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When tatting the final ring, you will need to join two of the picots to picots on the two adjacent rings. Join the first picot of the final ring to the last picot of the previous ring ([image: ]).

Tat the second picot of the final ring. Join the third picot of the final ring to the first picot of the first ring ([image: ]).

Tat the specified number of double stitches to complete the final ring.
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Reverse work, then tat the final chain.

Construct this sweet floral motif by alternately tatting rings and chains. Use a different color thread for the chains to give each motif a unique look, as shown below.

One-Shuttle Tatting Technique Overview

Doilies are great projects for tatting beginners. Design your own doily—simply make several of the same motif, joining the motifs as you work, then add an edge motif. This guide uses the Hydrangea Doily as an example; however the basic principles apply to all projects involving one-shuttle tatting. Please note that the photos below use different colors of thread for visual clarity (refer to individual project instructions for specific thread colors).

How to Join Motifs (Join to Picot: Method A)

Tat the first motif. From the second motif onwards, join to the first motif as you work, using Join the Picot: Method A.

The first and second motifs are now joined. Knot and hide thread ends (see Tatting Tips and Tricks).

From the third motif onwards, join to the first motif, plus the previous motif as you work, using Join to Picot: Method A.

How to Tat an Edge Motif
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Estimate the length of core thread necessary by creating a circle of thread around the motif. Wind the shuttle with this amount of thread plus a bit extra. The ([image: ]) marks where the thread will join to the motif.
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Position the ball on the left side of the motif. Hold the shuttle in your right hand and hold the ([image: ]) with the index finger of your left hand. Position the picot from which the edge motif will start over the ([image: ]) and join using Join to Picot: Method C.

The first join is now complete.
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Tat the chain, as shown in the Tatting Diagram for the Hydrangea Doily. From the second join onwards, use Join to Picot: Method B.

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COLLECTION 2: Two-Shuttle Tatting

Expand your repertoire of motifs by working with a second shuttle. While the basic technique for tatting with two shuttles is the same as for one, two-shuttle tatting allows for a greater range of designs and details. Start out with a small motif first to get accustomed to working with two shuttles … you’ll be ready to move on to one of the more elaborate projects in no time!




Square Flower Motif

The four corners of this otherwise round motif lend a crisp modern feel to the design. One shuttle is used for the inner rings, while a second shuttle is used for the outer rings and chains. This motif is a great starter project for learning to tat with two shuttles.

Split-Ring Tatting Technique Overview

When using traditional tatting techniques, rings have the appearance of being right side up, while chains have the appearance of being wrong side up. Using the split-ring tatting technique, you can create a piece of lace that is completely right side up. This guide uses the Cheerful Key Chain as an example; however, the basic principles apply to all projects involving split-ring tatting. Please note that the photos below use two different colors of thread for visual clarity (refer to individual project instructions for specific thread colors).


[image: ]



Wind two shuttles. Using the first shuttle thread, form a ring and make 8 double stitches. Notice that the heads of the double stitches face towards the left.


[image: ]



Take the ring off your hand and turn it around so that the starting point ([image: ]) is located at the top. Using your left hand, hold the ring in the same position used in step 1. The heads of the double stitches (•) should now face to the right.

Hold the second shuttle in your right hand. Pinch the two thread ends between the thumb and forefinger of your left hand to keep them out of the way.


How to Turn the Ring


	Using your right hand, grab the part of the ring hooked by your little finger ([image: ]) and remove the ring from your left hand.

	Turn the ring upside down, then insert your left hand back into the ring.

Begin by making a second-half stitch. Do not relax your grip on the thread in your left hand.

When split-ring tatting, you can make double stitches using a thread end. Even if the thread end is too short to wind around a shuttle, you can use your fingers to guide the thread and make double stitches—just remember to start by making the second-half stitch, then make the first-half stitch. Pull the thread to tighten your stitches so they have the same size and tension as the stitches made using a shuttle. The photo above uses the Botanical Coasters as an example.

	For row 1 of motif A, use shuttle A to tat the first ring, including the starting picot, as shown in the Close Up View of Motif A diagram. Leave 3⁄8" (8 mm) slack, then tat the second ring. From the second ring onwards, join to the starting picot as you work. Continue in this manner to complete row 1 of motif A.

	Reverse work and leave 1⁄4" (4 mm) slack with both shuttle A and B threads, then begin row 2 by tatting the split ring, as shown in the Close Up View of Motif A diagram. Reverse work and tat the chain, as shown in the Tatting Diagram. Reverse work and tat the first set of small rings, joining to the split ring as you work. Reverse work and tat the next chain. Reverse work and tat the large ring, joining to the small ring and the slack of row 1 as you work. Continue alternating between chains, small rings, and large rings to complete row 2 of motif A.

	Repeat steps 1–3 to tat a total of 130 individual A motifs.

	For motif B, tat the first inner ring, as shown in the Tatting Diagram. Reverse work and tat the first chain, joining to a motif A as you work. Reverse work and tat the second inner ring. From the second inner ring onwards, tat the ring, joining to the previous inner ring as you work. Reverse work and tat the next chain and set of outer rings, joining to A motifs as you work. Continue in this manner to tat a total of 75 B motifs, joining to the A motifs as you work, as shown in the Finished Project Diagram.

	For motif C, tat the first set of inner rings, as shown in the Tatting Diagram. Reverse work and tat the first chain, joining to motif A as you work. Reverse work and tat the next set of inner rings. From the second set of inner rings onwards, tat the rings, joining to the previous set of inner rings as you work. Reverse work and tat the next chain and set of outer rings, joining to the A motifs as you work. Continue in this manner to tat a total of 25 C motifs, joining to the A motifs as you work, as shown in the Finished Project Diagram.

INSTRUCTIONS

	Wind the shuttles with the turquoise thread, following instructions for the motifs noted in the Thread Guide	.

	For row 1 of motif A, leave a 4" (10 cm) long thread end, then tat the inner ring, alternating between double stitches and picots, as shown in the Tatting Diagram (also refer to How to Tat a Picot Using a Picot Gauge). Use a picot gauge to tat the picots.

	For row 2, using the thread end from row 1, leave a bit of slack, then tat the split ring, as shown in the Tatting Diagram (also refer to Split-Ring Tatting Technique Overview for split-ring tatting instructions). Leave 1⁄8"–1⁄4" (3–4 mm) slack, then tat the first outer ring, including the small and large picots. Note: Every other outer ring will join to the previous ring. Reverse work, leave slack, and tat the second inner ring. From the second inner ring onwards, tat the inner ring, joining to row 1 as you work. Continue in the manner to complete motif A.

	Continue tatting A motifs in numerical order, as listed in the Finished Project Diagram. Note: Tat motifs 1–5 separately. From motif 6 onwards, tat the motif, joining to the other motifs, as shown in the Tatting Diagram.

	Tat a total of 58 B motifs, joining to the A motifs as you work, as shown in the Tatting Diagram.

	Begin tatting the center motif, as shown in the Tatting Diagram. For row 1, use two shuttles to tat the rings and chains (refer to Two-Shuttle Tatting Technique Overview for two-shuttle tatting instructions). Tat rows 2–12, joining to the previous row as you work, as shown in the Tatting Diagram. Note: Row 10 is worked in the opposite direction from the other rows.

	Tat 16 of motif A, following the numerical order listed in the diagram below. From the second motif onwards, join to the previous motif as you work, as shown in the Tatting Diagram. Note: Motif A follows the same pattern as rows 1–2 of the center motif.

	Tat row 13, joining to row 12 and the A motifs as you work, as shown in the Tatting Diagram.

	Tat 16 of motif B, joining to row 13 and the A motifs as you work, as shown in the Tatting Diagram.

	Begin tatting the edge motif. For row 1, join to the A motifs as you work and for row 2, join to the previous row as you work, as shown in the Tatting Diagram.
